5.0 Building Block NCLOR Configuration for Blackboard 7.x & 8.x 
Updating the NCLOR Blackboard Building Block
The following steps will need to be completed on each Blackboard instance you have. The same NCLOR shared Secret ID and shared secret values are used for each Blackboard instance a college is using.
1. Go to http://www.nclor.org/nclorprod/items/46aa53aa-da63-15ce-89bd-3e522b44f5d2/2 and download the Blackboard 7.x & 8.x Building Block (NCLOR_bb_50-building-block.zip).
2. Extract the equella-building-block.war file to your desktop.

3. Log in as a system admin for your Bb instance.

4. Go to the System Administration tab in Bb.

5. In the Building Blocks Management section of the system admin screen, click Building Blocks.
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6. On the Manage Building Blocks screen, you should see either “NCLOR plug-in” or “Equella plug-in” in the name column. 
7. Click the Remove button on the building Block.

Blackboard will remove the block from the list.

8. Once the old block is removed, click the Install Building Blocks button to load the new version.

9. Next, click the Browse… button to locate the “equella-building-block.war.”  file on your desktop. Click Open. 
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WARNING: Do not select the NCLOR_bb_50-building-block.zip file. You should have extracted the .war file from the zip file.


10. Click Submit on the Install Building Block screen. (You will now see the NCLOR Plugin building block listed on the Manage Building Blocks page.) Click Ok on the confirmation page.
Note: The version of the NCLOR Plugin should now say 5.0.29397. 
11. Under the Availability column, click the drop-down menu for the NCLOR plug-in building block and make it Available.
12. Next, click OK at the bottom of the Blackboard Data Privileges screen and OK on the conformation screen.
13. Back on the Mange Building Block screen, select Available under the Course/Org Default column.
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Once the block is made available, click the Properties button that should appear.
Configuring the NCLOR Building Block

14. Click on the Properties button. You should see the following Properties window:
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In this window, type the following settings: 

EQUELLA URL: http://www.nclor.org:80/nclorprod/ 

Shared Secret ID : (sent to DL Admin by NCLOR staff)
Shared Secret:  (given to DL Admin by  NCLOR staff)
15. Click Submit.

Note: You should not see “Error: Server settings are incorrect” warning on the Learning Edge Server Details screen (shown above). If you still see the error, check your settings again for accuracy. If you still need help, contact the NCLOR staff.
Note:  If you see the warning below on the Equella Server Configuration page, it can be ignored.
